Steven Dietz's plays for young audiences include Still Life With Iris (Kennedy Center Fund for New American Plays Award), The Rememberer (adapted from Joyce Simmons Cheeka), Go Dog. Go! (co-written with Allison Gregory, adapted from P. D. Eastman), and adaptations of two of Dan Gutman's baseball card adventures – Honus And Me, and Jackie And Me.  Most of these plays premiered at the Seattle Children's Theatre, with whom Mr. Dietz has a long affiliation as both a playwright and director.  Other TYA work includes directing the world premieres of Kevin Kling's Lilly's Purple Plastic Purse (at SCT) and Allison Gregory's Even Steven Goes To War (at Childsplay, AZ).  Mr. Dietz teaches playwriting and directing at UT/Austin.

Allison Gregory’s plays for young audiences have been produced all over the country; they include Go Dog. Go!, adapted from the P.D. Eastman book and co-written with Steven Dietz; Even Steven Goes to War (AATE and UPRP awards; Kennedy Center New Visions/New Voices selection); Peter and the Wolf (Seattle Times Award, Best New Play), The Brementown Musicians, and Junie B. in Jingle Bells, Batman Smells!, based on the book series by Barbara Park. She has received grants and awards for youth and adult plays from Seattle’s Arts/Cultural Affairs, The Julie Harris Playwriting Award, Pacific Playwrights, and commissions from South Coast Repertory, ACT, The Skirball-Kenis Foundation, Seattle Children’s Theatre, Childsplay, Inc., among others.
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Y York received AATE Distinguished Play Awards for The Forgiving Harvest and Afternoon of the Elves, the Hawai`i Award for Literature for Nothing is the Same, and the Charlotte Chorpenning Award for her body of work in family theatre.  Don’t Tell Me I Can’t Fly workshopped at the Kennedy Center’s 2010 New Visions New Voices and premiered at First Stage Milwaukee. Other plays for young people and families include Getting Near to Baby; Eggs; River Rat and Cat, Fork in the Road & The Final Testimony of Henry Samson (Dramatic Publishing anthology commissions); and Bleachers in the Sun. These plays are happily still produced across the country and available from Broadway Play Publishing, Dramatic Publishing, St. Martin’s Press, Smith and Kraus, or from the literary team at Bret Adams, Ltd. Current work includes adaptations of the Jerry Spinelli novels Crash and Stargirl. 

Suzan Zeder is one of the nation's leading playwrights of plays for young and family audiences. Her work has been seen in all fifty states and has been produced and published in Great Britain, Germany, Australia, Japan. Israel, and Switzerland. She is the four time winner of the Distinguished Play award from the American Alliance of Theatre and Education, most recently in 1999 for her play "The Taste of Sunrise." She has chaired the Playwright's Fellowship panel for the National Endowment for the Arts and Theatre Communications Group. In 1997 she was inducted into the College of Fellows of the American Theatre. Most recently she has written the book and additional lyrics for a major musical "Time Again in Oz," co-produced by Seattle Children's Theatre and The University of Texas at Austin's Department of Theatre and Dance.

Mark Lutwak is Director of Education at Cincinnati Playhouse in the Park where he oversees programming that reaches 60,000 young people annually. He is the former Artistic Director at Honolulu Theatre for Youth and has been a freelance director since 1976, with a focus on new plays for families and children. He has commissioned, developed and directed dozens of new plays at the above theatres, as well as Kennedy Center’s New Visions/New Voices, The Bonderman, New Harmony Project, Milwaukee First Stage, Seattle Children’s Theatre, ChildsPlay, Idaho Children’s Theatre, People’s Light & Theatre, New Dramatists & the Lark Play Development Center. He has thoroughly enjoyed directing plays by Y York & Steven Dietz, and looks forward to more opportunities with their work and that of Ms. Zeder & Ms. Gregory.
